Hatshepsut was the fifth pharaoh of the eighteenth dynasty of Ancient Egypt. She is generally regarded by Egyptologists as one of the most successful pharaohs, reigning longer than any other woman of an indigenous Egyptian dynasty.

Although records of her reign are documented in diverse ancient sources, Hatshepsut was described by early modern scholars as only having served as a co-regent from about 1479 to 1458 BC, during years seven to twenty-one of the reign previously identified as that of Thutmose III.[5]

Upon the death of Thutmose II, Hatshepsut startled the nation by boldly announcing that she was a man. She donned a fake beard, male clothes, and changed her name. 

(Mine:  Note the fake beard, here worn by Hatshepsut.) 
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Hatshepsut crushed all further opposition by also announcing that she was not the daughter of Thutmose I, but the virgin born son of God Amen and her mother Ahmose. She declared that the great God Amen appeared to her mother "in a flood of light and perfume" and by "Immaculate Conception" this union produced a baby boy. For those in doubt, she had the entire bedroom scene painted on the walls of her temple in intimate detail. Thereafter, her sculptured portraits depicted her with a beard and male features.

        Both Hatshepsut and Jesus were pre-ordained…

“Amon-Re, the King of the Gods, sat upon his throne and looked out upon Egypt. Presently he spoke to the assembled council of the gods  Now is the dawning of the golden age in Egypt, and it comes into my mind to create a great queen to rule over Khem.” 

“And God said, let us go down and make man in our image…”

Luke 1: 31  “You will be with child and give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus. 32He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. The Lord God will give him the throne of his father David, 33and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever; his kingdom will never end."

        Both their mothers were maidens, although the Jesus story mistook the ‘maiden’ in the O.T. for the ‘virgin’ of the N.T.

“Then Thoth spoke, Thoth the thrice-wise from whom no secrets were hid: 'O Amon-Re, In the royal palace at Thebes dwells a maiden. Ahmose (Ahmose) is her name, and none in the entire world is fairer than she nor more beautiful in all her limbs. She is the new-made bride of the good god Pharaoh Thutmose.  She alone can be the mother of the great queen whom you are about to create as ruler of the Two Lands. She rests alone in the palace of Pharaoh. Come, let us go to her.”

Luke 1:26 “In the sixth month, God sent the angel Gabriel to Nazareth, a town in Galilee, 27to a virgin pledged to be married to a man named Joseph, a descendant of David.”

        Both mothers were either a bride to be or a new bride:

She (Ahmose) is the new-made bride of the good god Pharaoh Thutmose.  Mary was ‘pledged’ or engaged to Joseph.  

        Both their mothers were visited by mysterious flying ‘creatures’ who foretold the mothers of their divine favor in the eyes of their respective ‘god’.

“So Thoth took upon himself his favorite form, that of an ibis, in which he could fly swiftly through the air unrecognized by any. In this guise he flew into the palace of Thutmose at Thebes, to the great chamber with its painted walls where Queen Ahmose lay asleep.”

Gabriel was an angel who could also fly;  Luke 1:26  In the sixth month, God sent the angel Gabriel to Nazareth, a town in Galilee

“Then Thoth cast a spell over the palace so that every living thing slumbered. Only the Pharaoh, King Thutmose himself, seemed to be awake and yet it seemed that it was only his body which did not sleep. Yet the body of Thutmose now rose up from the bed, and the Ka took its place, lying there in the likeness of the King himself, while the Ba, like a bird with a human head, and the Khou in a tongue of flame, hovered over it.” 

Acts 2:1 When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. 2Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them.

        Both stories have a divine being making an appearance in a temple or palace, where the God resides:

“Now for a space the body of Thutmose was the dwelling-place of Amon-Re.”  In other words, Amon-Re dwelt within Thutmose so that Thutmose was both mortal and immortal, and was ‘filled with the spirit’ of Amon.   

Luke 1:8 Once when Zechariah's division was on duty and he was serving as priest before God, 9he was chosen by lot, according to the custom of the priesthood, to go into the temple of the Lord and burn incense. 10And when the time for the burning of incense came, all the assembled worshipers were praying outside.  Then an angel of the Lord appeared to him, standing at the right side of the altar of incense. 12When Zechariah saw him, he was startled and was gripped with fear. 13But the angel said to him: "Do not be afraid, Zechariah; your prayer has been heard. Your wife Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you are to give him the name John.

        Both mothers were overshadowed by the divine being who impregnated them.

“Then, waking or asleep, it seemed to Queen Ahmose that she was bathed in light so that she could see nothing above or below or round about her but the golden mist, save only the form of her husband the Pharaoh Thutmose who spoke in a voice that seemed to echo away into the distance…”

 Luke 1:35 The angel answered, "The Holy Spirit (Holy breath) will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow you.

        Both mothers were told their sons would reign over kingdoms.

“Then it seemed to Queen Ahmose that she was bathed in light the form of her husband the Pharaoh Thutmose who spoke in a voice that seemed to echo away into the distance, saying: 'Rejoice, most fortunate of women, for you shall bear a daughter who shall be the child of Amon-Re, who shall reign over the Two Lands of Egypt and be sovereign of the whole world.'”

Luke 1:30  “But the angel (disguised Being) said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, you have found favor with God. 31You will be with child and give birth to a son, 33 and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever; his kingdom will never end."

Jesus was placed in a manger and scenes from the early church show him bathed in the light of the ‘star in the east’…

        Both were baptized by another holy person, John for Jesus and Horus for Hatshepsut.

“She saw Hatshepsut as a beautiful girl kneeling in the temple at Karnak or Eastern Thebes while Amon-Re and Horus poured the waters of purification upon her head…” 

        At both baptisms, divine beings were present

“…while the other gods and goddesses gathered in the shadows between the great columns to bless her.” 

Matthew 3:17  "...and behold, a voice out of the heavens said, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well-pleased."

        At some point in their lives, Kings or powerful wise men bowed down before them and brought gifts to both:

“Then she saw her seated in state while the kings of the earth bowed down before her, bringing her gifts from the ends of the earth.”

Matthew 2:7  Then Herod called the Magi secretly and found out from them the exact time the star had appeared. 8He sent them to Bethlehem and said, "Go and make a careful search for the child. As soon as you find him, report to me, so that I too may go and worship him."  9After they had heard the king, they went on their way, and the star they had seen in the east[e] went ahead of them until it stopped over the place where the child was. 10When they saw the star, they were overjoyed. 11On coming to the house, they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him. Then they opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold and of incense and of myrrh.

The scenes start with Amen-Ra and an astral version of the unborn Hatshepsut, the gods decide that Queen Ahmose (wife of Tuthmosis I) would be a perfect mother for this unborn child. Once this has been decided Amun-Re comes down to Earth and enters Ahmose's chamber after assuming the form of Tuthmosis I (Amun-Re at first finds Ahmose asleep but his godly presence wakes her), using his divine breath he impregnates Ahmose. Before he leaves, Amun-Re reveals his true nature to Ahmose and then that she will give birth to a daughter who will live to rule Egypt. Amun-Re then visits the god Khnum and tells him to fashion a human body for the unborn Hatshepsut:
